but which publishers Tynesoft
slipped in t o  t h e  market a p -
parently unannounced and un-
noticed a couple of months back.

I'm talking about Super Gran:
The Adventure — and before you
all groan, let me at once make it
clear that it's not to be confused
with th e  Super Gran  arcade
game which reviewers savaged —

you'll need more than a certain
way wi t h  conundrums t o  get
through i t .  T h i s  i s  p a rt ly
because o f  the dullness o f  the
plot and  puzzles b u t  ma in ly
because o f  the crudeness o f  the
graphics. Even accounting f o r
the fact that this title's around
three years old, such poor quali-
ty is hard to  reconcile from a
streetwise outfit like US Gold. I
suggest that someone there re-
assesses Wizard and the Princess
mighty quick.

Lucifer's Realm on the other
hand b e a rs  o u t  t h a t  A l l
American Adventures might be a
source of the good stuff after all.
Its presentation breaks away
from the usual conventions; i t
bears some similarity to the disk
version of The Hobbit in that the
screen toggles between some
pretty impressive graphics and
the text handling. What happens
is that the moment you start typ-
ing a  response, the picture is
replaced b y the text sheet on
which your input and certain
other details appear.

I n
this adventure, he's swiped some
valuables from a local museum
and it's the task of you as Super
Gran, aided by copious helpings
of porridge, to  outwit Scunner
and return the artefacts to their
proper home (Arts Council cut-
backs presumably don 't  leave
anything o ve r f o r  insurance
premiums).

All the features and quality
that you'd expect from an A l ti-
tle are here, such as stacks o f
good-looking g ra p h ics a n d
Howarth's classic screen layout.
You can use a comma or full stop
to string commands as well as
construct full sentence inputs.

After a few minutes o f  play,
you'd forget that this was ever
billed as an  'easier' adventure

If I was a magician I would make
this piece of sof tware disappear.
Why? Because it 's  a rip-off .  I t 's
got nothing to do with magic, bar
the t it le.  Th e  respected magi-
cians group — the Magic  Circle
— ought  t o  be ashamed t o  be
associated wit h it.

The box blurb claims you can;
"Use your computer to rehearse
a range of great tricks".  In actual
fact, all the sof tware does is turn
y our  6 4  i n t o  a  g l o r i fi e d
calculator. Not  a very good one
at that, as you have to do most
of the sums for the 'puzzles' on a
separate piece of  paper.

What have these puzzles got
to do with magic? Well you might
ask, f or  only  three of  the eight
'tricks' can really be called magic
at all. One of these, a choose-a-
card t y pe  t ric k ,  i s  reasonably
good, but you really don't  need a
computer and piece of  sof tware
to do it .  A  pack of  cards and a
book f rom t he Public Library is
just as  ef fect ive — more so, in
fact, as you probably won' t  have
your 64  wit h you the next  t ime
you go on holiday, or a long train
journey.

One of  the challenges on the
tape is  a  logic  puzzle in whic h
you hav e t o  get  a  farmer,  his
chicken, bag of corn, and his fox
safely t o  t he other s ide of  t he
river o n  one  ra f t  wi t hout  t he
chicken eat ing the corn,  or  fox
eating the chicken. No — I don't
know what  a farmer wants  wit h
a fox either.

Each trick has a menu for you
to choose: Rehearse. Magic ,  or
Magic ians ' Tips. Magic  explains
how t he t rick  works ,  Tips  tells
you h o w  t o  pres ent  i t ,  a n d
Rehearse is (surprise, surprise) a
rehearsal of  all the stages.

The problem wit h each trick is
that when you have chosen one
you are  s tuck  wi t h  i t .  To  get

to reload theanother you have
tape.

A 36-page booklet  is  also in
the b o x ,  T h i s  t eac hes  y o u
another 1 8  t r ic k s  wi t h  words
and pictures.  The  t rouble wi t h
this is  that  it  does not  interact
with the sof tware in any way  —
as you might  expect. You will be
able to learn a f ew tricks f rom it
but as a book on magic it must be
considered a bit  thin t o say the
least.

Overall I  w a s  disappointed

with Magic_ The price, packag-
ing, and Magic  Circ le endorse-
ment led  m e  t o  expec t  a  lo t
more.

All t he  characters have a  s tock
reaction, Vyv will head-butt, Rik will
stick two fingers up, but the way such
an action is  received depends on to
whom its  done. This is the personality
module's memory in action. So if you
stick two fingers up at Vyv he may well
go and smash your room up.

All the ingredients are there r ight
down t o  SPG  t h e  hams ter  [who
regularly ends up in the toaster] now all
that remains is to see if all works as
well together as it  sounds in theory.
Quite a lot in other words, but I can tell
you t ha t  i t ' s  looking good.

54 page rules booklet, not all in
one place but 'cleverly' scattered
throughout the text. When ask-

ed, the player has to flip through
the booklet to find the correct
password for the correct day
time consuming and silly. The
rules ar e  sufficiently complex
that you can't play without the
booklet anyway.

The game offers several di f-
ferent scenarios which vary i n
complexity from the battle for
Normandy through to the entire
campaign i n Europe. The  two-
player option does not use well-
defined game turns but  rather
relies on a fair division of time at
the keyboard,  mutual ly agreed
by the players, who give orders
to their units through the stan-
dard method of placing a cursor
over the unit and then selecting
from a list of options.

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Staying alive in '85
With '86 lust round the next block, Dan Gutman refiects on a year
that's done no favours for the American computer industry. But
amidst the machines that lust wouldn't sell and the lurking bailiffs,
there's been a few lighthearted moments

Now that we've reached the end
of the year, I feel it's my duty to
make at least some effort to sum
up the events that took place in
the US computer world during
'85. And what a year it  was I f
this description seems l ike  a
disjointed jumble o f  confusion.
it only reflects what's happeninj1
in the industry itself.

In the news, the year started
off with an ominous bang when
Coleco pulled the plug on their
Adam compu te r system o n
January 2nd. The computer was
deeply flawed from day one, and
things just got worse and worse
for it .  Two  months later, I B M
announced that they would stop
making their PC Junior — the
computer that was supposed to
"legitimize" the idea o f  home
computers in  America. I f  IBM
can drop clangers, nobody's safe.

And the bad news just kept
rumbling o n ;  t h e  computer
magazine fi e ld  shriva lled t o
about a dozen major publications
still in business (from over 100),
and the book publishers severely
cut back on their schedules o f
computer books. The newspaper
press, naturally jumped all over
all th is gloom and ran a lot o f
articles cla imin g  t h e  wh o le
computer industry was a  fad.
We, of course. know differently.
Hopefully, the public won't fall
For it.

Meanwhile, computers were
stealthily making their way into
all corners of American life. The
New York Public L ibrary pu t
their entire card catalogue on
disk and installed terminals for
people to use and look up any
book in  the library in  seconds.
Other l ib ra rie s a round  t h e
country fo llowed su it .  Co m-
puterized p u b l ic  in formation
terminals started popping up in
airports a n d  t ra i n  sta t ions
around the country.

Everyday a p p l ia n ce s —
toasters, micro wa ve  ovens,
television sets, bathroom scales
— began appearing with micro-
processors built into them. A lot
of people who would never buy a
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computer fo r the ir home now
have them in all their appliances.
People a re  gett ing used  t o
punching keys to  make things
happen instantly.

Year of the
Oddball

There were a  lo t  o f  oddball
computer news stories. In May,
a I5-year-o ld hacker named
Peter L e p p i k  h e lp e d  t h e
Minneapolis police nab a child
molester who had been storing
his evidence o n  a  computer.
After the police worked at it for a
week, Leppik cracked the code
in a half an hour.

In the summer, a  computer
claimed that Joseph Triggs o f
Kennedy H i g h  S ch o o l i n
Chicago failed to show up for a
full year o f school, even though
his mother insists he was there
every day.

In March, an Idaho based neo-
Nazi g ro u p  estab lished a
computer network t o  l in k u p
nuts like  themselves. And the
Internal Revenue  Se rvice 's
computers lost the records o f
more th a n  1300  mi l l io n  i n
payroll witholding tax payments.

One day the paper reported
that I B M had run  out o f  disk
drives for its PC AT computer.
That I  cou ldn 't  understand.
Does Ford run out o f  wheels?

Does Campbell run out o f
-
s o u p ?

Astronauts o n  t h e  Space
Shuttle Cha llenge r t o o k  a
computer into space with  them
(no, it  wasn't a Commodore 64)
to measure solar radiation, and
the Broadway show Cats (which
I believe was a  smash in  your
country) used a  computer t o
control 15,000 lights and 2,000
cats eyes. 1985 was the year that
the first comic book was created
on a computer. For trivia fans,
the name o f  the comic wa s
"Shatter".

Lots o f  famous people go t
involved with computers for the
first time — mostly for money.
Here's a list o f people who have
lent the ir names t o  computer
products: Isaac Asimov, B i l l
Bixby, Do m DeLouise, A la n
Aida, J o h n  Cle e sc,  Ro g e r
Moore, B i l l  Cosby, Leonard
Nimoy, Bruce Jenner, Jim Fixx,
Ernest Borgnine, Sylvia Porter,
Martina Nayratilm•a, M r .  T . ,
and Dave Winfield.

Also, former President Jimmy
Carter bought a computer for his
wife Rosalyn, and Jack Tramiel
bought a computer company for
himself. Science fiction authors
like Ray Bradbury and Arthur C.
Clarke began to turn their books
into interactive fiction.

Go with the
Trends

There were almost too  many
trends in computing this year to
keep an eye on all of them_ The
buzzword o f  the year had to be
"artificia l intelligence", e ve n
though there wasn't much A I
software in  the stores — and
most people don't know what it
means.

Next year's buzzword is sure
to be "compact disks"_ The ranks
of the "computer orphans" grew
this year, as some slow-selling
computers were  discontinued.
Some people became "computer
commuters" —  instead  o f

working at an office, they work
at home with a terminal. Some
"computermats" opened i n
Illinois. There are places where
you can go and rent a computer
by the hour.

Computer g a me  so f tware
became less popular, while other
types of software started selling:
animation p ro g ra ms,  d i e t
programs, recipes programs,
construction set programs, and
trivia programs.

Telecommunications is getting
very popu la r o ve r here ,  a s
networks l ike  PeopleLink and
Mayne! have hundreds of people
all around the country attending
"electronic cocktail parties" by
computer. Some o f  the best-
selling programs in the US were
those "fast-load" programs fo r
the Commodore disk drive.

As usual, we're looking toward
the future — technology and the
wonders it  wil l bring. The first
g l i m m e r  o f  m a n y  n e w
technologies appeared this year.
Computers were used to turn old
black and white motion pictures
into new colour versions. Optical
character readers started t o
appear —  someday t h e y ' l l
revolutionize word  processing.
We also saw the fi rst signs o f
optical video disk recorders and
computerized roadmaps, which
will someday be  under every
dashboard. T h e  n e w  la se r
printers show that publishing is
undergoing a  re v o lu t io n .
Photography i s  changing too.
Kodak introduced a device that
produces a hard copy printout of
anything o n  t h e  T V  screen.
Electronic cameras t h a t  u se
floppy disks instead o f film and
display the pictures on TV  are
coming too.

It's a l l  a  l i ttle  dizzying,
isn't i t?  Ma y be  twenty  o r
thirty years from now, we'll
be able to read a book on the
h i s to r y  o f  c o m p u t e r
technology a n d  everything
that's happening today will
make perfect sense —  o r
sound e v e n crazier.  Unti l
then, le t's  a l l  s it back and
enjoy the ride.

Interface with pace
Xelec Super Graphix interfaces reviewed
by Chris Durham
At last, a  series of two Centronics interface adaptors that
provide really top-class facilities at a price you can afford.
That's the claim from Xetec for its Super Grophix and
Super Grophix Jr devices, A t  E49,95 and E69.95, they -
deserve a long hard look.

Ever since the humble Vic-20 fi rst ap-
peared, users have wanted to plug in better
printers than offered by Commodore at the
home end o f  the market. Commodore
messed things up by fitting only a serial
IEEE port, thus ensuring you couldn't fi t
a Centronics printer without a struggle,
Even the User Port was not ideal since it
needed software to  drive a printer from
this port and this often clashed with pro-
gram software.

Fortunately, a number of companies saw
the potential and produced interfaces to
convert the serial IEEE output into a Cen-
tronics compatible form. Even this wasn't
the end o f the story however, since Com-
modore printers can produce the famous
Commodore graphics characters; not so a
Centronics printer. At least, that was the
case before the current trend towards in-
telligent interfaces that can make a Cen-
tronics printer react t o  the same com-
mands as the Commodore versions, in -
cluding p r in t in g  a l l  t h e  g ra p h ics
characters.

Up to now though, no single interface
seemed t o  d o  everything; graphics,
listings, WP text, hi-res screen dumps, ex-
tra character fonts and finally, near letter
quality (NLQ) printing. That could he set
to change however, with the introduction

of the new Super Graphix and Super
Graphix j r  interfaces by the American
Xctec company. They're distributed in this
country by Screens Microcomputer Distribu-
tion in Middlesex. Let's start with  Little
Brother.

Super Graphix jr.
The two interfaces are very similar in that
the jr. model is a slightly cheaper (L49.95),
and hence slightly less sophisticated ver-
sion of the Super Graphix. Since this is the
case, a l l  features and comments made
about this interface apply equally to both,
unless otherwise stated.

Even though this is the smaller of the two
models, It has features which other inter-
faces fa il to  provide at nearly twice the
price. The most obvious 'extra' is the abili-
ty t o  g ive most Centronics dot-matrix
printers an NLQ (near letter quality) op-
tion. I have always thought that the Epson
series of printers produced perfectly accep-
table text for word processing applications,
but a glance at the normal mode compared
to the NL Q mode will show just what a

difference it makes.
This option is selected by one o f  the

switches on the DI L  switch bank on the
body o f  the interface; unlike many such
switches however, these can all be altered
while the interface is powered up and the
changes are  immediately implemented.
There are eight switches in all, controlling
such things as the printer selection, auto
line feed, device number and code. The
last of these determines how the interface
reacts to the commands sent.

Modes of Operation
The ir has four modes of operation: 1525
Emulation, Super Graphix jr, ASCII con-
version and Transparent. The last of these
merely passes all characters and commands
straight through to the printer. The ASCII
conversion changes t h e  Commodore
character codes to  the standard ASCII
codes; these two modes being all that some
interfaces provide,

It is  the other two modes that really
make the ir good value. The 1525 Emula-
tion is really one o f  the best I  have come
across. I have used it on graphics programs
that can on ly p rin t  o n  a  Commodore
printer, with  perfect results; better than
any other interfaces I  have tested.

The Super Graphix j r  mode is  very
similar to the 1525 Emulation mode, but
allows extra facilities.

A number of interfaces I have tested will
print out the control codes as readable str-
ings instead o f  the reversed graphics
characters. The jr gives not less than two
different ways o f  printing control codes
and f o u r  d ifferent wa ys o f  prin t ing
graphics:
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•  as normal graphic characters and
reversed graphic control codes like
the 1525.

•  as mnemonics for the control codes
(eg [CI.R1 instead of a reversed heart).

•  by keystrokes, i.e. showing which key

to press to get the graphic character
required (e.g. the 'club' symbol would
be printed as ISXI, wh ich  means
SHIFT X).

•  by ASCII value, (eg the 'club' symbol
would be shown as II201).

The results are extremely easy to read
once you have decided which method suits
you best. The 'Super' mode also passes
any non-1525 codes direct to the printer,
enabling you to use !Unctions which are
not otherwise available on the 1525.

Mi nor  cr i ticisms

The j r  is mounted inside a 64 cartridge
case, wi t h  a  Centronics p lug  soldered
directly to the PCB. Th is means that the
Whole unit hangs on the Centronics con-
nector on the printer; something I was not
very happy about, since the cartridge case
prevented the locking clips from seating
correctly. Also, the cable comes out of the
cartridge on the side nearest the paper,
although this only caused problems when
using ro ll paper. I  understand from the
suppliers however, that the casing has now
been modified to permit the locking clips
to engage properly.

My second crit ic ism concerns t h e
method o f  connecting the power supply
(this applies to both models). The main
cable terminates in a DIN plug which con-
nects to the serial port on the computer or
disk d rive  and i s  quite long  enough.
However, there is a single red cable which
connects inside the serial plug and ter-
minates in a cassette port connector and a
small piece of PCB. The PCB is merely to
allow the cassette plug to piggy back onto
the connector since the latter is now occu-
pying the cassette port. Unfortunately the
cassette plug does not seat properly and
the whole thing seemed less than robust; it
didn't actually cause me any problems, but
then I  don't use the cassette very much
anyway. Again, the  suppliers have in -
dicated that the connector wil l be made
more secure in future versions.

The manual
This is a 28 page booklet which contains
everything you might need to know about
using the interface. I t  has a number o f
summaries, enabling quick checks on the
facilities and how to  get them, p lus a
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trouble-shooting guide. There is an index
as well as a table of contents.

There are programs to do screen dumps
in both h i and lo-res for the Vic-20 and
Commodore 64, including a machine-code
program fo r the latter. There is even a

listing of the control codes in the different
forms which you would see in a program
listing.

Graphix Super
This is the top range interface, containing
its own microprocessor and 8K memory.
In spite of this, the price is a comparatively
modest £6995. Th e  main physical d if -
ferences between this and the jr is that it's
housed in a Vic-type cartridge with a short
ribbon cable connection to  the printer;
much superior to the jr. It does however,
still suffer f ro m the same problem as
regards the power supply.

This unit has the same DIL  switch bank
of eight switches, with  almost the same
functions. The main difference is that in-
stead of an auto line feed switch, you can
select one of two stored character fonts (in
addition t o  the NL Q  option). The  8 K
RAM can be used as a printer buffer when
no fonts are in  use (o r only one font).

The top model has all the !Unctions of the
jr plus a number of even more interesting
features. There is a disk included with this
model, which in  addition to  demo pro-
grams etc, includes no less than twenty dif-
ferent character fonts of which any two can
be stored in the interface at any one time.

An excellent feature of this font storage
is that the fonts ac retained even when the
power is turned off for a short period (up
to fifteen minutes). This means that even if
you are using a cartridge based WP, you
can download the character fonts into the
interface, turn off the computer, insert the
WP cartridge and then power up again and
use the stored fonts to print your letters.

In addition to using the switches to alter
the settings, most (lithe options can be set
using ESC codes. This means that you can
alter the fonts o r select NI , Q  etc from
within your WP program, providing it can
embed ASCII codes in the text. I f  you wish
to restore the interface to its power-up con-
ditions there is a reset button which does
just that; without destroying the fonts in
memory.

Unlike the tr. this model will also sup-
port superscripts, subscripts and different
print pitches when in NLQ modes, in ad-

Extra functions

dition to the underlining and bold printing
which both interfaces can do.

There are also built-in functions to do
screen dumps, using additional secondary
addresses when opening the print channel.
These enable even simpler programs to be
written to  do both h i and lo-res dumps,
again on both computers; the 64 hi-res
dump is only four lines o f Basic. In fact,
there are no less than 16 secondary ad-
dresses, plus a 'command channel' with 23
commands to allow you to set up the inter-
face from your own Basic programs. As
with the jr,  the manual is excellent and
shows the function o f  all these channels
and commands. There is also a separate
sheet showing the switch settings to use
with a  number o f  popular W P  and
graphics programs.

Problems encountered
I only experienced one problem with the
Super Graphix• As I have already mention-
ed, the DIL  switches can. be altered while
the power is still on. About two minutes
after the change, the printer suddenly stop-
ped. The 'READY' light was out and turn-
ing the printer off, then on, failed to clear
the condition. When I  touched the inter-
face, to see if  that was still connected cor-
rectly, it was extremely hot; almost too hot
to touch, yet two minutes earlier it  had
been quite cool.

After speaking to the suppliers, it seems
possible that the switch had not gone right
over and was therefore making a faulty
connection. Certainly the unit st ill func-
tions correctly and the problem has not
arisen again, despite leaving it powered-up
for several hours at a  time. Th e  moral
must be therefore, that i f  you make any
changes, you must ensure the switches arc
pushed across to the limit  o f their travel.

Conclusions
At £50 and f  70 neither of these inter-
faces is exactly cheap, yet compared
to the other interfaces I  have tested
they represent excellent va lue fo r
money. They  both have a  range o f
facilities which enables you to  use
your Centronics printer to the  ful l ,
with the  Super Graphix  providing
facilities I have not seen on any other
interface.

The minor criticisms regarding the
connection o f  the j r  and the  power
supply connector on the cassette port
are being looked a t by the manufac-
turer, but these cannot detract from
the fact that both of these units are
worth a  second look i f you are in the
market for a Centronics interface I  j

When the likes of Plid
Collins start using a drum
machine, you know they're
here to stay. But  you can
get into the act too, with the
Digidrum package, that
turns your Commodore 64
into a really sophisticated
drum machine, and all for
E65_ We brought the house
down testing i t  out.

Drum machines really came into their own
with the  advent o f  digitally sampled
sound. You 'record' a real drum sound and
store it in the machine's digital memory so
that it can be reproduced and modified at
will.

Since even a short sound needs a huge
amount of data which must be accessed
quickly, a computer is ideal for the job. In
fact, the top of the range drum machines
are little more than dedicated computers.

It's taken a surprisingly long time for
these principles to be applied to the hum-
ble 64 , but a t last Syntron, a  Dutch
manufacturer, ha s  produced t h e
Digidrum package. Digidrum utilises the
memory and processing power of your•64
to create not only real drum sounds, but
also sequences and compositions.

The drum kit
The Digidrum package costs L65 and con-
tains everything you need to turn your 64
into a  studio quality drum synthesizer.
The hardware consists of a cartridge that

'URN PATTERN 0
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fits on the user-port, and the software
comes on a disk (a cassette version is on the
way). The cartridge is the usual sized black
box, with a jack socket on the rear for con-
nection to your stereo amplifier or tape
recorder. You will need this socket, as you
don't get any sound from your TV. But
you can connect direct to the sound input
of a video monitor if you have one.

Also on the rear is a phono socket that
produces a synchronisation pulse. When
this signal is connected to the 'clock in'
socket of another drum machine, or a syn-
thesizer, complex musical compositions
can he created and performed in perfect
time.

Loading the beat
The software consists of the main driver
program, a quick loader, and a couple of
sound and rhythm files. The software is
totally devoid of such luxuries as hi-res
graphics, DOS commands and the like,
and there is a very good reason for this, to
reserve the maximum amount of memory
for sound storage. The Digidrum software
does indeed use just about every scrap of
the 64's available RAM!

After loading (about 90 seconds on disk),
you get a menu with the options for pro-
gramming patterns, composing songs
(these are just lists of patterns to be se-



quenced together), options for loading and
saving patterns and songs to and from disk,
options for loading and saving sound tiles,
as well as a disk directory function, an op-
tion for erasing all patterns and songs, and
an option to adjust the tempo.

The software automatically loads in  its
standard sound set and a demo rhythm, so
if  you are plugged in to an amplifier, you
are all ready to go.

Digidrum provides for eight sounds to
be present in the machine at any time. The
standard set o f  sounds contains a cymbal,
open and closed hi-hat sounds, 3  tom-
toms, snare and bass drum. Pretty com-
prehensive, I  think.

Selecting the 'program rhythm patterns'
option allows you to view any o f  the 51
possible pattern charts. Th e  pattern is
visibly displayed as a horizontal bar-chart,
its 38 columns representing the 38 steps
available i n  each pattern. Th e  vertical
component o f  the chart contains the sym-
bols representing the  8  possible d rum
sounds.

Use the cursor to  select the step you
wish to program, and press the initial letter
of the drum you wish to be played there,
that's all there is to it!

Several restrictions are imposed here;
in real life, there is a limit to the number ot
drums you can 'hit' at one time. For exam-
ple, you obviously can't hit the open hi-hat
at the same time as the closed hi-hat, and
you can only hit one tom at a time. Given
these restrictions, i t  is  st ill possible to
create complex rhythms and bu ild  u p
sound textures that will boggle your brain!

Store your drums
Digidmm's t i l e  handler automatically
labels t iles on  d isk according t o  the ir
nature. A ll sound tiles are prefixed with
the initial letter of the sound slot they are
intended to till,

For example, a fi le prefixed as '13/file-
name' would be loaded as a sound file into
the bass drum slot. This doesn't mean that
the sound you load in  is  a  bass drum
sound, only that the sound will occupy the
same memory space as the bass drum from
the standard sound set, and the rhythm
patterns will play that sound as if  it was a
bass drum.

Similarly, any or all the sounds currently
In memory can be  saved t o  d isk and
rhythm patterns and songs are dealt with

Selecting the 'program rhythm patterns'

in the same way.
As well as the standard sound set, the

Digidrum system disk contains an alter-
native sound set called Glass Fantasy. This
sound set appears to have been created by
sampling the  sounds made b y  h it t ing
various bits o f  glass kitchenware, and the
end result is quite spectacular and an ex-
cellent demonstration o f  Dig id mm's
capabilities!

Drums on disk
To complement the  original Dig id rum
package, Syntron have produced a double
sided disk, literally crammed with  alter-
native sounds ranging from the obscure to
the ridiculous. Everything from cymbals
to cow bells, rimshots to rattlesnakes, as
well as a very nice assortment of latin per-
cussion sounds, and variations on the stan-
dard set. Also included, ironically enough,
are some true electronic drum sounds!

The pattern is visibly displayed as a horizontal bar-chart.

The Digidrum system won't stop there
either! Vince H i l l  Associates, the  U K
distributors, assured me that a whole range
of extra sound d isks w i l l  short ly b e
available, as well as a facility to sample
your own sounds.

For those of you who are adventurous, I
discovered that the sound tiles contain
pure sound data, and it is possible to load a
sound data block into memory and turn it
back to  front! When the Dig idrum soft-
ware is re-loaded, the reversed sounds take
on a whole new dimension.

The manual I received was a preliminary
photocopy, sometimes a little too literal in
its translation from the original Dutch ver-
sion, but it  more than adequately covered
all aspects of Digidrum.

Conclusions
To sum up,  the  Syntron Digidrum
system represents outstanding value
for m one y  w h e n  compared w i th
similarly priced self-contained drum
machines, and scores again with its
'real' sounds, and on-screen program-
ming. The software is very easy to use
although rather brief, and does just
about everything i t should, although
some fi l e  handling commands fo r
scratching and re-naming files would
have been nice. Still, you can't have
everything.

Now, haying used a  128-plus-I 571
combination, and software optimised to
get the best possible results from it ,  in
terms o f  memory utilisation. I  can say
sincerely that Commodore have a  low-
price business machine that it is possible to
take seriously once again and one, what's
more, t h a t  provides a  comparatively
painless upgrade path.

What I mean is that if  You have a 64 and
a 1541, You can change over to  a  128
immediately, running all your existing 64
software in the 128's "64" mode with no
more hassle than typing the words: GO 64
and answering the computer's "Are  you
sure?" safeguard (since changing modes on
the 128 loses whatever's in memory) with
an affirmative, each time you power up.

Even alter you've got a 1571, you can
continue to  use the program and data
disks, because the disk drive can sense
whether it 's dealing with a 1541 o r 1571
disk format, and adjust itself accordingly.

The "Training" work disk supplied with
the program includes a small "defaults"
file of macros which are assigned to such
frequently employed ke y sequences as
"Igd" to scroll forward one screen,
to scroll one screen back, "qbs"  for bold
printing, " t f u s "  f o r  underlin ing (o n
suitable printer), and so on.

I must say I  rather ignored the macro
facility on my 64 version o f  Superscript,
but t h e  superior d i s k  access speed
encouraged me to  make use o f  it ,  and
things speeded up even more.

Haying got Superscript and Superbase co-
resident i n  memory, the  fact tha t i n
general 8-bit chips can address only 64K
memory was no longer the limitation that
once i t  was, since the  t wo  programs
divided up  the 128K o f  RAM between
them.

In my experience, a computer that can
handle only one program at a time isn't
much use in  a  business, because often
when you are writing you need to check an
invoice or an address database, to name
o n ly  o n e  e x a m p l e .  W h i l e  t h e
Superscript/S/0(711,mo combination isn ' t
what the iargon-merchants would call true
concurrency, allowing each to occupy its
own window on screen so that both could
be viewed simultaneously. I found it quite
easy to zip between them — again, I set up
macros to make this easier.

Surprisingly, i f  you do this by telling
Superbase you want to quit, the Superbasc
menu comes up instantly. To reverse the
process, you type in  "superscript" from
the main menu (which can be abbreviated
to "suP") followed by < RE TURN > and
Superscript re t u rn s ,  comp le te  w i t h
whatever document was in memory at the
time you quit.

The most obvious application of this co-
residency is  in  mail-merging, producing
personalised circular letters drawing the
required data from Steperbose tiles.

I've made no secret o f  the tact that I
believe the two individual programs are
lust about unbeatable value for the 64, and
that opinion is considerably reinforced by
these 128 versions. Owners o f  previous
versions can upgrade for 120, which is the
closest thing to a bargain you'll see this
year.

Swift spreadsheet
I feel similarly about Audiogenic's Swift
spreadsheet, which I  welcomed when it
first came out. The pop-up menus which
make i t  the  easiest spreadsheet around
(minus the macro and database facilities
which make rizastar so powerful but at a
fraction of the price) are still present, plus
the 80-column screen and an enlarged
sheet size o f  16256 cells (64 horizontal x
254 vertical), compared with 6604 on the
64, at a price only a fiver dearer than the
previous version (124,95 compared with
119.95) which is really what you might call
another enormous bargain.

You're getting comparable processing
power  to 'true business' machines at a
price that woul d al low you to buy only
software for the average PC.

Micronet
What's Micronet offering the 64?
Micronet has never offered the
modem-owning Commodore 64
user anything like the service it
heaps on to the BBC and
Spectrum machines. But that's
all set to change; Micronet is all
set to tempt 64 buffs away from
arch-rivals Compunet with a
new package of goodies. Ken
McMahon reports.

It's nearly a  year now since the Com-
modore 64 was deemed worthy of its own
area in the pages of Micronet 800. Between
then and now not a great deal has happen-
ed, at least as far as 64 owners are concern-
ed. OK, every now and then a new title
was added to the meagre stock of telesoft-
ware available. Occasionally a new feature,
news item, o r  review appeared. I  can
remember accessing the 64 Microbase on
two occasions three months apart and near-
ly all the material had remained unchang-
ed. You could almost see the cobwebs
hanging off it.

All that is now due to change, but it has
taken Micronet a whole year to get around
to providing a  decent service fo r Com-
modore users. Ph il Godsell, Micronet's
Software Manager, blames technical pro-
blems with the communications software.
It's certainly true that Micronet's telesofi•
ware has been bugged with  downloadiniz.
problems. Not only were Commodore sub-
scribers having problems downloading the
stuff, Micronet were struggling to get it up
there in the first place. Thankfully, from
everyone's point o f  view, these problems
have been sorted out by Y2 Cotnputing's
Mustang software,

Mustang also allows the fu ll range o f
Micronet facilities to be accessed including
downloading o f  telesoftware using the
Commodore modem. I t  has come to the
time when Compunet subscriptions will (or
will not) be renewed fo r the fi rst time.
Perhaps Micronet have woken up to the

kind of stuff that is readily available in the
shops. This seems only fair to me. You are
supplying the disk o r cassette and th is
makes f o r  a  b ig  saving o n  suppliers'
duplicating and distribution costs. Also,
most of the games you'll find are no longer
being stocked b y  dealers. I t  therefore
seems reasonable to expect that discounts
are given to the customer.

As well as the big name games such as
Blagger Goes to  Hollywood, Black Hawk
and the Gilsoft adventures, Micronet are
pursuing a policy of providing more utility
software. Some of this will be sophisticated
comms packages by people like Y2 Com-
puting, for which you will have to pay the
going rate. I f  you budget won't run to that,
there is a wide selection of cheap and even
free software available. The best bargain I
managed to  spot was Brit ish Telecom's
Dialsoft user-to-user software at £1.50.

Most o f  the bargain basement stuff is
sent to  Micronet b y  lit t le  known com-
panies o r individuals. They're  selective
about what they put on the system so even
at the cheaper end o f  the range quality
should be high. I f  it's not, you can express
your dissatisfaction by giving it  a lousy
vote. Th e  wise buyer would check out
other voters' opinions as we ll as any
Micronet reviews on the software before
taking the plunge.

SOFTSHOP
Micronet also provide a mail-order soft-
ware service, Soltshop is the place to find
the latest most popular games releases
from people like  US  Gold, Beyond and
Ocean. You tell Micronet what you want,
give them your credit card number, and
within two to three days it's in the post. I f
you're not a member of the plastic money
brigade it  takes a little longer, but you'll
get the game when they get your cheque.

The reason you can't get these games
down the phone line like the others is that
the software houses licensing agreements
forbid e lectronic transmission. Wh y ?
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Because in these days of ultra sophisticated
marketing techniques the game is only half
the product. I f  you can't sell it  with  the
oversized box, free T-shirt, badge and pin-
up poster, then you can't sell it  at all.

THE NET WARS
The thousand o d d  Commodore sub -
scribers to Micronet will no doubt be very
pleased to see that things are at long last
improving. But is Micronet doing enough
to attract 64 owners not yet bitten by the
eomms bug?

A year ago, in  this esteemed journal, I
compared t h e  re la t ive  advantages o f
Micronet and Compunet. At the time (as is
still the case), they were the only two net-
works providing a service for 64 owners.

A year is a long time in communications,
but some o f  the arguments remain the
same, Here's some o f  the main areas o f
comparison.
•  Access speed: Compunet is slow,
there's no  getting away from that fact.
Even i f  you know where you're going it
can take some time to find a page. I f  you
don't, the  often cumbersome directory
structure slows things down even more. At
least Micronet doesn't involve you  i n
interminable waiting.
•  Software choice: In terms of software
there's litt le  to  choose between the two.
But Micronet now has a better spread of
games, but as far as utilities, business and
educational software go I'd say Compunet
still has the edge. How long that situation
exists remains to be seen.
•  In formation: The crunch comes when
you get to information. I t  used to be the
case that Compunet was streets ahead.
Micronet have always had the speed ad-
vantage, but in the past it has been wasted,
It's a ll very well being able to  pu ll up
screen after screen of news in seconds, but
not much use when that news is so old
nobody is interested.

I f  Micronet's Publicity Manager Peter
Probert is to be believed: "The emphasis
of the Solely 64 area will be on information
rather than software". As this has already
begun to happen, I see no reason to doubt
his words. As long as it  continues in the
same vein, Compunet will have a hard job
keeping up.

Perhaps the biggest thing going for Sole-
ly 64 is  that i t  is but a  small part o f
Micronet which has to cater for eighteen
thousand odd other members. This means
you get access to information o f  a more
general nature, as we ll as things like
Starnet and Chu:line_
•  Mul ti -us e r gaming: Starnet is  to
Micronet what M U D  is to Compunet —
their on-line multi-user game, Starnet has
never been, and never wil l  be (despite a
planned facelift) as good as MUD. The lat-
ter has the  drawback o f  being extor-
tionately expensive as I  know to my cost.
Despite this, there are rumours that MUD
will be making an appearance on Micronet
by next spring.
•  Ch it-chat:  Chatline is an on-line talk-
ing shop f o r Micronetters o f  a ll ilks.
Topics o f  discussion vary f rom how to
interface your micro with  the hoover, to
how to get rid  o f  your acne. The biggest
drawback of Chatline is that it often takes
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half an hour for your message to go on-
line, wh ich  makes chatting a  laborious
process.

Soon to appear however, is Mainframe
Chat/me which will iron out the delays and
make instant communication possible.
Compunet has not been slow to pick up on
the fact that people like to talk to each
other and has just started its very own
Chat-On-Line section in The Jungle,

CONCLUSIONS
I could go on forever, or at least for a
very long time, describing what you
get for your money on Micronet and
Compunet and let you draw your own
conclusions,

However, a t the risk o f  making a
few enemies, let me simply say this.
Now tha t Micronet has a t long last
started to provide the kind of service
that 64 owners deserve i t puts Com-

punet well in the shade. Unless Com-
punet d o  something to  tighten u p
their directory structure and speed up
response times there won't be a com-
parison to make.

There are two  ways o f  doing this; one
using interrupts and  th e  o ther using
PEEKs. Th e  interrupt method involves
setting the interrupt mask register (53274)
and then testing the interrupt flag register
(53273) when an interrupt occurs to see i f
it has been caused by a sprite collision.

The second method can be used from
Basic and should be used after each move
of a sprite. The following lines will check
for collision between sprites and between
sprites and data (IiDGs):
IF ((PEEK(53278)AND(2 X)) THEN
GOSUB (sprite collision routine)
IF ((PEEK(53279)AND(2 X)) THEN
GOSUB (data collision routine)
Note that the test uses BOOLEAN logic
(le 0 or not 0) so there is no need for an
equals sign in  the expression (X  is the
sprite number (0-7) of the sprite you wish
to test). There is not room for a worked
example using interrupts, but i f  you want
to go into this in detail there are a number
of books available which cover the subject,
such a s  Ra e t o  We s t ' s  e xce l le n t
Programming the 64.

New ROM for old
Dear Tommy, I  have a Commodore
64, 1540 disk drive (upgraded to
1541) and a Seikosha GP-100VC
printer.

My problem is that at times the
printer 'hangs up' during a print
run. When this happens I lose
control of the keyboard and can only
regain control by flicking the
ON1OFF switch on the printer off
then on by which I  regain control
but lose a line or two of printing.

This problem does not occur when
printing out program listings but
only when printing from within
some software. I  first noticed it with
Worderaft 40 and wrote to
Auctiogenic who were very helpful
and tested the cartridge but could
find no fault. Since then it has
happened with CYR (Check Your
Bank) and also with programs that I
have entered myself.

It crossed my mind that the
problem could he in the upgrade
chip that I  fitted into the 1540 but
the problem is still there with the
printer connected directly to the
computer serial port.

One final point is the hang up will
sometimes occur after a few lines of
printing, sometimes after 20 or 30
lines and sometimes not at all.
Your problem is due to the ROM in  the
printer because o f  t iming  differences
between the Vic-20 (for which this printer

's Ti s Tomm
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was designed) and the 64. In the same way
that you had to fit a new ROM in the 1540
to make it compatible with the 64, so you
need to fit a new ROM in the printer. The
64 thousand dollar question is whether you
can actually get hold of a printer ROM at
this stage; you can try having a word with
your dealer.

I f  you can't get hold o f  one, then I  am
afraid there are only two ways round the
problem; t u rn  o f f  t h e  screen wh i le
printing, o r sell the printer to  someone
with a Vic 20 and buy a new one. The first
method is obviously cheaper, but will only
work if  you can actually alter the programs
that suffer from the problem. The screen is
turned on and off as follows:
POKE 53265,11 turns it off.
POKE 53265,27 turns it  back on

this expansion. I t is made by Micro
Component Trading Co. and sells for
£59.95.

Secondly I  saw a book for
Commodore Computers called
Machine Code for CBM Computers
retailing at £8.95. Looking through it
I found no mention of the C-I6 only
Plust4 is this because Plus/4 has a
different type of machine code or is
it compatible with the C-16?
To answer your first question, this rather
depends on the software. I f  it is written in
Basic then there is no reason why it  will
not wo rk ,  provided there  i s  enough
memory for it, since both machines use the
same version of Basic. On the other hand,
a machine-code program may or may not
run, depending on whether it uses features
specific to the Plus/4. It is quite likely that
programs that run on the C16 will work on
the Plus/4, but unfortunately the reverse is
not always the case. You may be able to try
loading the program in the shop on a C16
before buying it, i f  you explain the reason
to the dealer.

On your second query, the theory and
methods of operation are the same for both
machines, so learning machine-code from a
book wri t t e n  f o r  o th e r Commodore
machines should not be a problem. You
may not be able to  run all the example
programs for the Plus/4 however, for the
same reasons as above.
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Wacky Password

Dear  Tommy,  I  must say that your
par t of  the mag is the par t  I  fi nd
most interesting,  but less of  the
crawl ing and on to the question.  I
have a Commodor e  64 and am
wonder i ng i f  it is possible to change
the message on the power i ng-up
screen so you coul d ask for  a
password before you coul d use the
computer ?
You can 't  actually a lter the  power-up
message unless you are using an auto-start
cartridge. Th is is because the computer
power-up message is incorporated in  the
ROM and will always appear before you
can actually enter any program to change
it. The only way you could achieve your
aim o f  requesting a password before any
use could be made of the computer would
be to  burn an EPROM containing the
necessary code (plus the auto-start code of
195, 194, 205, 56, 48 starting at address
32772). The EPROM would then have to
be mounted on a cartridge unit, addressed
so that it  started at 32768; the fi rst two
bytes being the iump address of the start of
the actual program code.

Of course, the obvious answer to anyone
who d idn ' t  know the  password i s  t o
remove the cartridge before powering up,
so you would also have to incorporate a
check value within the cartridge which is
accessed b y the programs you wish  to
protect from being run  by unauthorised
users. The programs could then be set to
crash if  the cartridge was not present when
they were run. However, this is obviously
not feasible i f  you are talking about using
commercial programs rather than ones you
have written yourself.

I f  you are interested in  making such a
cartridge there are a number o f  suppliers
of EPROM units for the 64, such as Light.
move Leisure on 051 639 5050, o r Zero
Electronics o n  0493 842023. Y o u  can
expect t o  p a y  a round  .C60470 f o r
everything you wi l l  need to  get started
though, so this might be a rather expensive
and ra the r b izarre  so lu t ion t o  yo u r
problem.

Looking at  TED
Dear  Tommy,  I  have been told that
the C16 has a chi p cal led ' TE D' ,
r ather  l ike the V I C chip in the Vic-20
and 64,  but  the manual  makes no
menti on of  it. Wha t  is this chi p and
what does i t do? Can i t be P O KE d to
like the V I C chi p and i f  so what are
the POKEs?
You are quite correct; the C16 does have a
chip called TED. Basically it controls the
graphics d isp la y,  so u n d  generation,
keyboard and a number of internal timers.
It is rather a complex chip and not one that
you can play around with lightly; at least
not if  you want your CI6  to do something
useful, since you won't actually damage it
by POKEing around in it!

The 32 main registers start at SETO°
(65280) and fi n ish  a t  S E TIF (65311).
There are also two registers at SFF3E and
SFF3F; these are the RO M and RA M

select respectively. Th e  T E D chip also
uses some areas of memory; 2048-3071 is
the colour attribute area and 3072-4095 is
the area where the character pointers are
held.

Raise the alarm
Dear  Tommy,  I  have two questions
to ask of  you. Fi r st of  all, coul d you
give me a r outi ne for  the 64 that
would enabl e me to pr oduce an
alarm and at the same time a
countdown sequence? I  have the
listings of  both i n my pr ogr am,  as
you can see fr om the l istings
included,  but  the tr oubl e is that
when the al ar m goes off I can't  get
the ti mer  to wor k as wel l  to shut the
pr ogr am down after  a cer tain time.
Secondly,  how do you make letters
come up on the screen with a blip
for  each one pr oduced,  much the
same as the instruction screens on
Ghostbusters. I  want to include th is
on an expense pr ogr am I  have
wr i tten ti tle screens for .
The way to do it  is to incorporate a time
check within the main loop o f  the alarm
program. Set up the timer variable using
the jiffy clock ( I I )  plus the length of time
you wish the alarm to sound for. Then
check whether the jiffy clock has reached
the value of the timer variable and if  it has
then return f rom the alarm subroutine.
The following two lines of code will need
to be inserted; the first before the alarm
routine is called, and the second inside the
main loop of the alarm routine:

16 printer problem
Dear  Tommy,  I  am a Commodor e
CI 6  owner ,  and I  recently purchased
an MPS-80I  pr i nter .  I n the User 's
Manual  (page 39) is a shor t pr ogr am
to pr i nt  a har d copy fr om the
screen. But  this pr ogr am is only
compatible for  the Vic-20 and 64.
Coul d you please tel l  me what l ines I
need to add or  delete? Coul d you
also tel l  me i f  there is a way of
dumpi ng a copy of  chess diagrams
fr om a Pr o-Pr ogr am to the pr inter?
There are three lines that need t o  be
altered to enable the program to be run on
the C16. I n  line  60030 change PEEK
(648)*256 to PEEK (1342)*256_ In line
60060 change the 22  to  40 inside the
brackets. Finally, line  60050 should be
altered as for the 64 (shown at the bottom
of the page in the manual).

However, there is also a mistake in the
program: line 60100 should read 60010
ASS =  ASS +  Q TS  +  RO S  and not as
printed in the manual. Note that this pro-
gram wil l only dump a lo-res screen (text
and graphics characters) and will not work
for hi-res dumps.

As for the chess program it would have
to be a machine-code dump routine; the
difficulty being in  halting the chess pro-
gram so that you could activate the dump
code, without spoiling the screen. Without
detailed knowledge o f the chess program
routines and  h o w they a re  stored i n
memory I 'm afraid it is not possible to give
a generalised dump program.
